
Antonio Mariano Guatieri 
The attached is 2 copies of the birth records for Antonio Mariano Guatieri. The first one is a photo I 
took of the records in Rovito City Hall (They gave me a copy of Grandpa Salvatore’s but wouldn’t 
make one of Dad’s – they said they could only make one a day.) The second one is one that Lisa 
Gualtieri obtained from the Family History Library in Salt Lake City. They microfilm most of the records 
in Cosenza County.  

The following is a translation of what I could make out:

A baby boy was born to Rose Bennardo, residing in Rovito and her husband Salvatore Guatieri who 
was 28 years old. The baby was baptized in Santa Barbara. 

The left side of part 1 says Antonio married Clorinda Maria Cicero May 25, 1919 in Rovito, Italy 

Notice that his & his father’s last name does not have an “L” in it. However when Salvatore signed 
the document (Part 2) he put an L in it!
